The weapons control will take place on the previous day of each event from
09a.m to 05p.m in the competition hall. On 27/02/2011 weapons control is
open from 11a.m to 09p.m.

The organisers have negotiated special prices with the hotels in Klagenfurt, and
when you register in those hotels please indicate ,,fencing* to obtain these special
prices. A list of all recommended hotels is attached on our championships
website www.kacfencing.at and you can also order by going through these links.
Hotel prices include breakfast and you will also find half board offers.
